The Franklin County Juvenile Detention Facility started a G.E.D. Program in 2006. Twelve youth have passed the G.E.D. test after their release from the facility, eight youth have passed the Official G.E.D. Practice Test and at least one youth has graduated from high school. The facility is very proud of the success and impact the G.E.D. program has had on the youth.

On December 16th and 19th, one of the youth in the facility took and passed the G.E.D. test while detained in the facility. An average score required for passing is 450, the youth passed with an average of 530. Although the youths toughest subject was reading, he received his highest score in reading with a score of 670. For the G.E.D. test an average score of 410 is required for each section, his low score was 480 in social studies. Needless to say that he did exceptionally well. 

Teachers and staff have described this youth as very hardworking, dedicated, and ambitious. He continues to study and help tutor other youth in the facility. Currently, he is studying for the ACT/SAT exams. He wants to go to college and major in accounting. This is an outstanding achievement for him and the facility wishes him good luck in his future endeavors.
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
